LAKE SAWYER COMMUNITY CLUB (LSCC)

Minutes from the Open Meeting of March 13, 2003

The following officers and trustees were in attendance:  Steve Garvich, Cindy Wheeler, Karen Carlson, Carol Benson, Julie Geiger, Jean Boston, and Alf Ladderud.  Michelle Young and Bart Selz were also in attendance.

Steve Garvich brought the meeting to order at 7:50 PM.  Carol Benson presented the Treasurer’s Report, which was approved as read.  Minutes from the last meeting were also approved as read.

Old Business:

Newsletter:  Discussed using the Black Diamond Newsletter for Lake Sawyer news.  Articles brought to the monthly meeting will be submitted to the BD Newsletter by the 27th of each month.  Also discussed completing three LSCC Newsletter in 2003; first of June for the 4th of July events and the membership drive; end of July announcing the results of 4th of July events; and mid-November announcing the Holiday events and the Santa Boat.  It was agreed we submit an article to the BD Newsletter for April, on the membership drive and the collection of money for the 4th of July events.  

4th of July:  Discussed the need to educate the community on the 4th of July events.  If each family donated $50 ($25 if retired) for the 4th of July events, our goal of $12,000 would be met.  Gary is calling to confirm the fireworks and to see if the City of Black Diamond would reduce the $2 million insurance umbrella requirement for the 4th of July.  It was agreed, the other 4th of July events are well attended.  

Collections:  To date only 43 people have paid dues.  Discussed the need to canvas the neighborhoods to collect membership dues and 4th of July event donations.  Cindy Wheeler volunteered to create signage and a drop box for the Lake Sawyer Store.  Volunteers and Board members will be assigned neighborhood sections to collect funds.  Bart Selz to put an article in the BD Newsletter letting people know volunteers will be out canvassing the neighborhood for collections.  The article would also ask for additional volunteers.  Julie Geiger stated she has had good luck with phone calls before going to the door to collect.  Call Cindy Wheeler if anyone needs help.  Carol will update the membership application and July 4th donation sheet to give to the volunteers so they have current information.  
Road/Spring Clean Up:  Confirmed date of Saturday, April 5th for the annual Road and Spring Clean Up.  It will start at 8 AM.  Jean Boston and Michelle Young to coordinate and organize this event.  The sandwich signs need to go out ahead of the scheduled date and remember to bring gardening tools, gloves and shovels.  
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Club House Manager:  Michelle Young stated she had received a phone call from a Church Group wishing to rent the club house on March 22nd for a garage sale.  The Church Group was requesting a reduced rate due to their status of a non-profit organization.  The Board agreed to a $65 fee and a damage deposit of $200.  The Rental Agreement needs to be completed and signed, and the original sent to Carol Benson with the check.  A copy of the agreement goes to the renter.  Discussed duties of the Club House Manager which include:  talking to the renters regarding the rental terms and responsibilities, preparing the premises with necessities,  informing Claudette of the rental dates, and monitoring the condition prior to the rental and after the event, final clean-up, and any deductions from the deposit for damage or clean-up.

Club House Repairs:  Discussed waiting a year or more, to paint the exterior of the club house.  Steve has volunteers to paint, when needed.  Also discussed, the Club House needing a new roof in the next year or so.  Carol Benson is checking on a “good deal” for a metal roof through Gary.  
New Business:

Plant Growth:  Discussed plant growth, specifically Milfoil, in Lake Sawyer.  There was an assessment in the past for chemical clean up.
