LSCC Board Meeting

June, 2003

The meeting was called to order at 7:12 pm at Steve's house.

The Treasury Report was not available in printed form, but Carol provided an 

oral up to date total of $9835.02.  This was quickly changed to over 10K when 

our President whipped out his check book to make a personal contribution of 

$200.00.  Yeah Steve.

It was decided at this time that Cindy Wheeler should go pick up the funds 

from the Lake Sawyer Store collection point and turn them into Carol.  (This was 

done within 5 days of the assignment.  We must also determine a way to 

recognize in print those contributors from that collection site who gave us 

checks.....Zumek's....50 bucks??  Lake Sawyer Store $200.  ...  etc.  We want them to 

get the cred it they are due and be return customers!!!)

Carol explained that the total for officers Insurance and property insurance 

was 3095.25.

Fireworks were to be 4500.00 with us being named as additional insured.

At this time the whole board that was present voted to suspend all activities 

other than fireworks due to insurance costs, and to pay for property and 

officer insurance only and to expend additional funds to increase the overall 

firework display by 40%.  The vote was unanimous.  It was also agreed that this 

decision needed to be put in the newsletter with a detailed explanation with the 

whole boards "signature" on it.

There was additional discussion about future events..and possibly finding a 

corporate sponsor.  Both Johnson's Hardware and the Rohrbach family furniture 

store were mentioned as people to approach.  

A discussion of lake rules then ensued, with particular emphasis on the 

requirement for a throwing device.  Lake laws inevitably sequed into  Marine Patrol 

discussion.  It was decided at this time that the board, represented by Steve 

and Cindy, would appear at the next city council meeting to request more 

Patrol time and escalating fines for repeat offenders.
