July 11, 2006

President Lisa Garvich called the meeting to order at 7:20 pm at the home of Becky Olness. 

Minutes:  The minutes of the June Board Meeting were approved.

Treasurer’s Report:  Members in good standing may request a copy of the report from the treasurer or secretary.

Clubhouse:  The lease has been signed.  We, the tenant, and Holly all have copies.  Lisa asked Doug to post MVSB dates on the website because it is not Holly’s responsibility.  

The refrigerator shelves need to be replaced.  And, since we have not had an electrician volunteer to wire the kitchen for microwaves, we should probably hire it done.  

July 4th Activities
Fireworks:  We need to refine the collections process; maybe get more volunteers so board members don’t have all the responsibility.  All agreed that the show was great!

Fun Run:  

· Next year we need to make sure that all bicyclists are wearing helmets. 

· Kids need to be reminded that except for the start of the race, there will be cars on the road so they need to stay to the side.  

· Dave Newberry was very pleased with the T-shirts and has offered to provide them next year. 

· Cindy W. said that it is more cost-effective to order ribbons in increments of 100.

· Kids want cookies, not powerbars! 
Water Ski/Wakeboard Tournament:  Lisa suggested that next year we might consider having wakeboarders compete at the North end of the lake during the same time as the skiers.  This year there were 9 skiers and 14 wakeboarders.  We also might consider having age groups next year to make it fairer for all entrants.  
Volleyball:  The event took a long time so it was suggested we have two courts and three categories (kids; teens; and adults).  Kurt offered to have one of the games at his place next year.  Who is going to get the trophy engraved?
Boat Parade:  Apparently Uncle Sam had a costume malfunction resulting in the late start of the parade.  The parade appeared to be in three segments, and boats went so fast that it was difficult to really see them.  A later start was suggested but no decision was made.

Website

The calendar has been updated but the pictures are still on the website.  Ron Olness sent the Dock Party pictures June 26th and they are still not posted.  4th pictures have (I think) or soon will be sent.  Lisa will contact Tim regarding this issue.

Newsletter:  Becky reported that the next newsletter will be mailed the third week in August. It will include photographs and results of 4th of July activities and will have inserts listing members and donations.  Lisa asked for budget information.  Because printing costs vary, depending on number of inserts (if any), and supplies (labels; stickers; etc.) are purchased at various times, it is estimated that the newsletter averages  $200 per issue (including postage).

Old Business

Megaphone:  It was purchased (for $9.99!) and used for the Fun Run.  It would have been useful at other events (paddle-boat race, etc.).  We need to remember to have it available for all events.

Vacuum:  Kurt will check it out.  If it can’t be repaired, we need to purchase a new one and keep it in our locked closet.

Motion:  Becky moved and Alf seconded that we authorize Kurt to purchase a vacuum cleaner for the clubhouse.  Motion passed.

School Supplies:  The barrel will be placed at the store the end of July.  Black Diamond Community Center will begin distributing the supplies on August 23rd.

New Business:  A lake resident has contacted the City of Black Diamond about extending the boating hours on Lake Sawyer.  Lisa was contacted by City Planner Scott Jones asking if the Community Club would be willing to disseminate information, etc.  The proper protocol for a request like this should go to the Police Chief and/or Public Safety Committee and then must be approved by the City Council.  

Motion:  Alf moved and Cindy Wheeler seconded that we not be involved in any way, at this time, regarding a survey, petition, or providing information regarding a request to change the speeding hours on the lake.  Motion passed.
