President Lisa Garvich called the meeting to order at 7:06 pm at the home of Becky Olness.
Minutes:  The minutes of the October Board Meeting were approved.
Treasurer’s Report:  Members in good standing may request a copy of the report from the treasurer or secretary.
Lisa requested an accounting of 2006 since she is working on a budget.

Correspondence:  We received a letter thanking us for our donation of $200 to the Lake Sawyer Park Charette event.
Clubhouse

· The turnout for the work party was disappointing.
· The electrical work is done in the kitchen and needs to be inspected.  Becky moved and Marlene seconded that we purchase a microwave (maximum $100) for the kitchen. Motion passed.   Cindy Kerley will purchase one.
· Gary’s mom donated a large coffee pot for the kitchen.
· Holly has put a combination lock on the kitchen cupboard that contains the cleaning supplies.  She will email the combination to all board members.
· Becky moved and Alf seconded that we authorize Gary to purchase an additional 8 8-foot tables and 64 chairs for the clubhouse.  
· There is a leak in the roof around the furnace.  Becky moved and Marlene seconded that we call a roofing company and have it repaired immediately.  Motion passed.  Marlene will call Taff Roofing and have them fix it.  
· The pipes under the building need to be insulated.
· The 2nd fire extinguisher will be put in the kitchen.
· No one seems to know when the septic tank was last pumped but we know it has been several years.  Becky moved and Marlene seconded that we have it pumped ASAP.  Motion passed.  Cindy Kerley will call a septic tank company and arrange to have it pumped.  
· It has been two years since the floor was refinished and it needs to be done immediately.  Lisa will call and arrange to have it done professionally after the ballet school is finished in December.  
· Lisa reported that a few members have asked about the possibility of selling the clubhouse and that she feels the issue will be brought up at the General Meeting in February.  Board members feel that the revenue brought in from rentals is our only source of income and that if the clubhouse was sold, the club would probably dissolve.
Halloween Parties
Children’s:  It was a great success; around 50 attended. The board recommends to continue the event next year, from noon to 1:30 pm.  Cost is around $250.
Adult:  Fairly good attendance.  Needed more people for clean-up.
Holiday Giving Tree:  Becky contacted Judith Black and will pick up tags from the Black Diamond Community Center November 22nd.  Only toys will be requested and they must be unwrapped.  Becky will put up the tree at the Lake Sawyer Grocery.  Cindy Kerley will collect the toys every few days and bring them to Becky, who will take them to the Community Center.
Santa Boat:  Sunday, December 17th.  It will sail at 2:00 pm this year and go clockwise.  Kurt has enlisted all the help he needs.  If there is another storm, he will deliver presents by van.  
New Year’s Eve Party:  Becky volunteered to chair and would appreciate any help.

Newsletter:  It will go out around Thanksgiving.  It will include information about Santa Boat, Christmas Giving, New Year’s Eve Party, Polar Bear Plunge, and the General Meeting, including open board positions.
Elections:

President, Vice-President, Secretary, and Treasurer are all 1 year positions to be elected each year.

Trustees #1 and #3 will be up for election in February, 2007.  If Lisa remains president, Trustee #5 will be elected for a 1-year term.  If Lisa is not president, she will be Trustee#5.

New Members:  Lisa suggested that we look into having a committee to welcome new lake residents.  Marlene said that it would be relatively easy to find out about home sales on the lake.  Kurt expressed interest in heading up the committee in the future.  An article will be put in the newsletter, asking residents to let us know when they get new neighbors.
