President Joe May opened the meeting at his home at 7:19 pm.  
Minutes:  The minutes of the June meeting have not been received so they were not approved.

Fun Run:  There were 60 participants (29 bicyclists; 12 runners; 19 walkers).  We need new numbers and forms, stopwatches, and ribbons.  We should provide water stations at 232nd and 229th.

Fireworks:  Lisa says she asked for the same show as last year.  It is estimated that they shot off 378 shells and the workers admitted that two cases of shells were not used.  The cost in 2007 was $8500 and the bill for this year (2008) is $9000.  The recommendation  of the board is to hold the remaining balance until we get an answer as to why the show was shorter than usual.  Lisa will call other pyrotechnicians and find out who they work for so we can find companies other than Eagle.  They were very difficult to work with, especially in complying with City and Fire Department deadlines.

Another option is for us to build our own floating dock and store it behind the clubhouse.  This would enable us to hire companies that do not have their own raft.
Decision:  

· We will table any decision on fireworks until we hear from Lisa regarding her contact with Eagle.

· Since the new police boat cannot tow the raft, we will have to have a board member use his/her boat.

· Form a committee to call pyrotechnicians and explore options for next year.  Alan, Joe, and Lisa will meet within 2 months.
· Alf and Gary suggested that a raft be built in sections and stored behind the clubhouse.  Alan can provide drums for flotation.

· Although the fireworks were shorter than usual and early, the consensus is that no formal apology to membership is necessary.

Paddleboat Race:  Holly reported that the turnout was great, with lots of canoes this year.  Everyone loved the rubber duckies and the Lake Sawyer Participant ribbons.

Holly provided six small trophies for winners.

Recommendations for next year:

· Write Lake Sawyer, 2009 on bottom of duckies.

· Stretch a rope to the island

· Have a sign-in similar to Fun Run (for correct spelling of names).

· Assign numbers to be worn.

· Need more volunteers, with specific duties.

Boat Parade:  The board is concerned with the lack of participation.  We had no Uncle Sam this year but the Police Boat led the parade and passed out the candy.  Holly has a volunteer to be Uncle Sam next year.

Recommendations:

· Solicit themes or have theme decided at the general meeting.

· Alan has a machine that can bag candy, etc.

· Anything from the 4th needs to go back to the clubhouse.  Keep Santa and Uncle Sam suits in the back storage room.

Waterski/Wakeboard Event:  Steve Garvich reported that there were 5 skiers and 3 wakeboarders.  He asked that Tim Ebly and Rick Stocks be reimbursed $50 each for gas.  It was moved and seconded to do so.  Motion passed.
