After thanking the Board of Trustees for their work this year, Joe introduced the following City of Black Diamond officials:

The marine patrol had more hours on the lake and issued twice as many citations as last year.

Greg Smith, Fire Chief

· Chief Smith explained the merger of the City and Fire District #44 in 2006 and the dissolution of Fire District #17 in January.  The entire area is now in District #44 and encompasses 70 square miles.

· The Chief encouraged LSCC to consider organizing a CERT class.  

· An audience member asked how many calls the department received last year.  The Chief will get information to Becky Olness for the next newsletter.

· Two smoke alarms were donated for door prizes.

Seth Boettcher, Public Works Director

· The new Storm Water Utility was explained in two City newsletters, the LSCC newsletter, and Voice of the Valley and a Public Hearing was held.

· The utility is a result of a requirement for a Stormwater permit from the Department of Ecology and the Clean Water Act and involves repair, replacement, and maintenance of storm water systems.

· Activities which impact the need for the Utility include driving a car, cutting trees, and fertilizing lawns as well as run-off from vehicles and pet waste.

Aaron Nix, Stewardship Director

· By 2011, the City must update its Shoreline Management program, which currently requires a 25 foot setback for building.

· The recent park survey results indicated that the majority of citizens want trails and natural areas in present and future parks.

· The Park Plan has been approved by the State and opens up the opportunity for grants.

· Phase 1 of the Boat Launch project will begin soon.  The entire project includes repairing the boat launch and added a pier for launching and fishing, playground equipment, new parking (for vehicles without boat trailers), enhanced planting of shoreline, and a defined swimming area.  Audience requests included installing speed bumps and filling pot holes.

Joe then introduced Bob Rothschilds, Water Quality Committee.

· The weed-watcher program is chaired by Glen Ross. Twelve volunteers were trained by the county and collected samples.  One noxious weed was found.  The County will send a diver out to positively identify it.  

· Algae sampling will be done this summer.

· The City of Black Diamond pays for water sampling, which focuses on Ravensdale Creek and Rock Creek in addition to the lake.  Results have been fairly stable for the past few years but we are “on the edge”. 

· The State Department of Fish and Game did a fairly recent study of the lake.

A graduate student at the University of Washington is studying a native weevil that lives on and eats milfoil.  He asked for volunteers to let him sample from their property.
