Gutters: Two estimates; $997.75 and $850.00.  Alan suggested getting more bids from local companies. Joe will do that. Gary reviewed the estimates and suggested “oversize gutters” as they self-clean better, and “no spikes” but metal hangers.

Gary suggested several maintenance items and will submit a list with (his) estimated costs. This list will be reviewed, prioritized, and budgeted for at the next board meeting.

Alan strongly suggested the lighting in the clubhouse needs redone. Discussion included, fixtures, bulb types, lumens, pricing. General consensus was that improved lighting is important/necessary. Alan would like this project added to the spring work party if possible.

Clubhouse:

Suggested action items: landscape redo, more gravel for parking lot, interior clubhouse painting. Gary will submit a list of items that need doing.

Road Clean Up will be headed by Holly.
