Fire Doors – Bids  were $5668, $5700, and $5284 for both sets of doors.  Motion:  Becky moved and Trevi seconded that we go with the company from Kent ($5284, including tax, requiring one half down).  Motion passed.  
Rental Charges – We need to put an article in the next newsletter explaining the cost of maintaining the clubhouse.

· We need to provide a floating dock (at least 20 ft by 10 ft).  Cost to build will be approximately $1200.

· There is approximately $10,000 (current and past donations) set aside for fireworks and we should expect an additional $6000 in membership and donations before the 4th.  Because there is also an insurance payment due we decided to put off the installation of the fire doors until August.

Motion:  Becky moved and Alf seconded that we authorize Joe to sign a contract with Mountain Fireworks to provide the show on the 4th for $10,000.  Motion passed.

Motion:  Alan moved and Becky seconded that we build a 10ft by 20ft LSCC owned floating raft for the purpose of firing off fireworks every 4th of July.  Motion passed.

· The raft will be built in the water at Marlene’s house.  She also offered to store it there.

· Alan will give specs to TRM and have them deliver everything on June 4th.  

· The raft building will be on Saturday, June 6th.  Alan, Mark, Kurt, and Ron Olness will build it.  
The board thanked Alan for his commitment to getting a great fireworks show!

Boat Parade 

· Holly said she has someone to be Uncle Sam.  Joe will check with her to make sure.

· This year’s theme will be Broadway Musicals.

· Instead of 1st, 2nd, 3rd place, we will have categories such as
