· We will need to provide anchors.  Check Craig’s List for possible deals.

· Charlie will come out on July 3rd to put tubes on raft and load on the 4th.  

· We will print in the newsletter that Charlie will sell Class C fireworks to our members at a 30% discount.

Becky will take care of all permits (Fun Run and 4th of July).

New Business

Signs - Alan suggested that we purchase banners (approximately 3 x 6) to put over the MVSB sign at the clubhouse the week before events.
