BD Police Boating Safety Education Classes

The new law requiring boat operators to take a boater safety education course in order to operate a boat in
Washington state went into effect January 1, 2008. Currently being phased in for various age groups, the
course is now mandatory for everyone 12-20 years old. Additional age groups will be phased in each year until
2014. Black Diamond Police will be holding two Boating Safety Education Card Classes: Saturday, April 26 and
Saturday, May 31 from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m. at the Police Department. Cost of the class is $20. In addition to the
course fee, a $10 card fee must be sent to Washington State Parks upon completion of the class. For more
information and/or to sign up for a class, please contact Amy at 253-631-1012.
